As we closed out the largest 
summer season in camp’s 
history, it was evident that God 
had done some amazing work 
on the peninsula.  Campers 
learned about the power of 
forgiveness.

The board of directors and I have been working to eliminate this problem, and 
I’m excited to report that at the end of the summer Inspiration Point acquired 
a property located only twelve miles from our current site!  We are at work 
with the goal of opening this second location for summer camp in 2020!  

It is our desire 
that soon every child, youth, and family who desires to attend camp will have 
that opportunity, and that never again will someone receive the news, “I’m 
sorry.  We’re full.”

She was so helpful and gave him several Bibles 
to use. He then sat down with me and developed his lesson plan for the study, 
which included a question sheet for the students to use. The Bible Book Club 
began last spring and is going this fall again too!  

God used the staff at camp to light this fire in Josh’s heart to share the 
Gospel with his friends at school. What is so cool about it to me is that Josh 
does not think that this is a big deal at all. It is just something we should and 
need to do as people who love Jesus. Why would we not want to share it with 
others!

BY THE NUMBERS...
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50 Bibles were given to 
campers expressing a new 
faith in Jesus.

595 Christ
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Campers came from 18 States and 4 Countries.
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We’ve all done it — you sink your 
teeth into a freshly baked chocolate 
chip cookie, and immediately turn to 
your neighbor offering them a bite, 
proclaiming, “This is the best cookie 
ever — you have to try it!” Or maybe 
you’ve been on the wrong end of that 
when someone opens a gallon of milk 
that’s gone sour and says, “This is 
gross! You have to smell it!” It seems 
as though our human nature begs for 
a deep sense of being connected to 
others, which often transpires through shared experiences. 

Inspiration Point has been a place of shared experience throughout my whole 
life in a variety of ways. I can remember being small enough to sit on my 
dad’s lap for Gaslight Theater during family camp, knowing I had the best seat 
in the house. I remember friends I met as a youth camper — one of whom 
later became my college roommate! I remember quiet, raw conversations with 
campers during the summers I spent on staff as a counselor, and today. I look 
around at the people closest to me, and some of our deepest connections 
come through our shared experience at camp, which has grown far beyond 
the tiny penisula we call Inspiration Point. 

I count it privilege to have a small role in the lives of several students/youth 
through my roles on staff at Park Christian School (Moorhead, MN), and being 
involved with Confirmation/Junior High students at Triumph West church 
(West Fargo, ND). I’ve had the joy of bringing groups of students out to camp 
for several different events or activities, and each time, turning onto the gravel 
road, I feel this sense of anticipation. I want to turn to the kids riding in my 
vehicle and say, “This is the best camp ever — you have to try it!” My time 
spent with students out at camp has been powerful, and not surprising, a 
place of connection. As I’ve witnessed students interact at camp, I see a list 
that grows of lessons they’ve learned together, laughs we’ve shared together, 
times spent in prayer together, and everyone leaves camp just a tiny bit more 
connected than we were when we came. 

Even more than the best chocolate chip cookie, or the worst sour milk, I 
want kids to know camp, because I want them to know Jesus. It’s been my 
experience that those go hand in hand. What I’ve ‘tasted’ through my time 
at camp is a place of deep connection, shared experiences, joy and exposure 
to an incredible savior — Jesus Christ. And when we’ve known and experi-
enced something that good, how can we not turn to those around us and 
say, “You’ve got to try this!” I’m so thankful for camp and for the way it has 
and continues to impact my life. I’m thankful for the opportunity to continue 
to expose students to the incredible ministry of IPOINT. And above all, I’m 
thankful for the unparalleled love of Jesus, sweeter than any cookie I’ve ever 
tasted…You have to try it!

One week, I had a girl in my cabin who had never opened a Bible 
before coming to camp. She was closed off and shared on the first 
night that she didn’t want to be here. Over the course of the week, I 
worked hard to build a relationship with her. Listening to her stories 
and delighting in the things she enjoyed, I got to show her love, even 
when it was hard to do. She had plenty of challenges in her life. 

Our summer theme “Breaking News” was all about peace – the kind 
of peace that only comes from knowing Jesus.

During Bible 
study on the last day of camp, this girl who seemed to be uninter-
ested all week, shared with the whole cabin that she learned to trust 
others and forgive for the first time.
